We split and buttered rolls, warmed up a dozen 
trays of home-made meatloaf and two trays of roast potatoes, opened up five industrial sized giant 
cans of green beans, whipped  up a gallon of home-made gravy, set up 100 cups of Hawaiian Punch, 
and 100 bowls of cookies. We set up twin stations for meatloaf, potatoes, and green beans at 
opposite ends of the serving tables, and had the rolls and gravy in the center. Six of us served, while 
Dan served as a runner, scooting back and forth into the kitchen to reload the meatloaf supply when 
needed.   
 
Before the meal, grace was recited in Spanish and English, and the men were informed that tonight’s 
dinner was being sponsored by Blue Goose. The men responded with cheers and a spontaneous 
chant of “Blue Goose ! Blue Goose!”.  It was a very rewarding and satisfying evening. GOP Jan 
Frederiksen did a wonderful job of putting all of the evening’s moving parts into play.  
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  PMLG Night and Guest Speakers Highlight Busy March Meeting 
A good crowd of 43 Ganders and guests attended a very busy 
Pond meeting at the Chowderpot on March 10, 2010 to celebrate 
PMLG Night, and welcome three Guest Speakers. SOF Jim 
Gustin presided over the meeting by welcoming the group and 
previewing upcoming Spring events including the dinner at  a 
Hartford Men’s Shelter, the Commissioner’s Luncheon and Family 
Bowling Night.

The Berlin Relay For Life is one of the fastest 
growing Relays in the country, and was singled out by the ACS as one of the premier Relay events in 
New England.   

Jim Gustin reported on a recommendation by the Pond’s Membership Committee that would fund a 
test mailing of a recruiting tri-fold brochure to 1,000 licensed adjusters in the state. The mailing list 
was secured from the State’s Insurance Department. After some discussion, a motion to set aside up 
to $2,500 for the printing and mailing was proposed, seconded, and approved by a vote of the 
membership.  

The evening’s PMLG Night ceremony started with a few remarks by PMLG Dan Rich marking the 
tenth anniversary of PMLG(G) Gordon Crowther’s passing. Dan explained that Gordon was the 
Hartford Pond’s patriarch, and he spoke about Gordon’s wonderful personality and how he made 
everyone feel important, as though he or she was an indispensible member of the team.

He read the official timeline of the incident- a riveting hour-by-
hour report of the first responders and government agencies that became involved in the quintuple 
fatality explosion. 

Deputy State Fire Marshall Rickert was a terrific speaker and capped off a busy, but very enjoyable 
evening.

Granted, the budget crisis represents a 
“dark cloud over Hartford”, but possible topics to be considered by this year’s legislature will include 
auto body anti-steering legislation, credit scoring and credit history reform, assigned risk reform, 
healthcare rate review, and the Workers Compensation Fund.
